	BvH Annual Awards – Criteria

	The John Ward Trophy (Chairperson's Award)

Chosen and awarded by the Club Chairperson to the club member for outstanding contribution to the club either as a runner, supporter or administrator, This would have been demonstrated by a record of involvement, service, or other activities that have clearly had a positive and motivating effect on others and the Club.

	BvH Club Members' Award
Voted by club members and awarded to the club member who has made a real difference to the club or your running experience in the past 12 months. They may have offered excellent advice, motivated and guided you and have worked tirelessly for the club, inspired you through their actions or performances or simply been there at hand to offer support.  (Club members must nominate the person of their choice and give their reason(s) for doing so)

	BvH Club Achievement Award

Awarded to the athlete within the club who has performed or achieved in running for the club.  This may be winning an important title or race or achieving a representative vest.

	BvH Athlete of the Year - Men (Previously known as Race Performer)
Awarded to the Man who has been the best runner in 2008.   This can also reflect age-graded performances but is awarded to who the Club considers the best Male BvH runner.

	BvH Athlete of the Year - Ladies (Previously known as Race Performer)
Awarded to the lady who has been the best runner in 2008.   This can also reflect age-graded performances but is awarded to who the Club considers the best Female BvH runner. 

	BvH Club Merit Award – Ladies (previously Most Improved Newcomer)
Awarded to the lady club member who has regularly participated or performed significantly better and shown improvement throughout the year. This award is given to the lady who has made progress with times or regular races or club rankings.

	BvH Club Merit Award - Men (previously Most Improved Newcomer)
Awarded to the male club member who has regularly participated or performed significantly better and shown improvement throughout the year. This award is given to the Man who has made progress with times or regular races or club rankings.

	BvH Newcomer Award 
Awarded to a new club member who has hardly run before joining BvH and for showing great promise or improvement in running and has shown real club spirit.

	BvH Coaching Award
Awarded to the member who has provided coaching and/or guidance and support for runners in their personal development within the Club.

	BvH Tour of Bournville – Ladies
Awarded to the Lady who is the overall winner of the BvH Tour of Bournville

	BvH Tour of Bournville – Men
Awarded to the Man who is the overall winner of the BvH Tour of Bournville

	BvH Grand Prix Winner – Ladies
Awarded to the Lady with the highest points scored within the BvH GP Series
